BE IT REMEMBERED that the Board of Alderpersons of the City of 

Hillsboro, Jefferson County, Missouri, met in a public meeting and regular session at the 
City Hall, located at Vreeland Road and Main Street, in said City at the hour of 6:30 p.m. 
on Monday, the 1st day June 2020. Mayor Buddy Russell led the Board and audience in 
the Pledge of Allegiance.  

 
Mayor Buddy Russell requested a roll call.

Mayor Buddy Russell then called the regular session to order at 6:30 p.m. 

on the 1st day of June 2020.  Mayor Buddy Russell stated that a quorum was present 
and announced the Board of Alderpersons to be in session for the transaction of 
business. 
 

Minutes from the regular meeting held on the 11th day of May, 2020, were 
submitted for approval. Alderperson King made a motion to approve the minutes adding 
a correction of her abstention from voting on the SMCI Planned Maintenance Proposal. 
Alderperson Maxwell seconded the motion with correction, and by a vote of eight (8) 
ayes, zero (0) nays, zero (0) abstain, to approve the minutes as submitted. 

 
At this time, Chief Steve Meinberg asked for questions/discussion of the 

Police Department’s Policies & Procedures changes as submitted prior to the meeting.  
Mayor Russell then asked for a vote.  At this time it was noted that 
Alderperson DeGeare was no longer connected to the meeting.  Alderperson 
Polkinghorne made a motion to accept the Police Department’s policies and procedures 
changes, seconded by Alderperson Twiggs and unanimously carried.

Alderperson Polkinghorne made a motion to 
accept the Police Department’s policies and procedures 
changes, seconded by Alderperson Twiggs and unanimously 
carried. 

 Joe Detter, Building Inspector – Mr. Detter’s written report 
was presented to the Board. Nine (09) building permits issued, 
eight (08) occupancy inspections, and thirty-six (36) 
construction inspections for a total of $1,858.55 billed in fees.

Number A5-2020. A motion made by Alderperson Twiggs, seconded by Alderperson 
King and unanimously approved, that said Bill be read by title only for the first time.  At 
this time, Appropriation Bill Number A5-2020 was read by title only for the first time. 

  
Alderperson King made a motion, seconded by Alderperson Maxwell, and 

unanimously carried, that said Bill be read by title only for a second time. At this time, 
Bill Number A5-2020 was read by title only by Mayor Buddy Russell. 

 
Alderperson Polkinghorne made a motion, seconded by Alderperson King, 

that said Bill placed upon its final passage.  
 
Mayor Buddy Russell then put the question: “Shall Appropriation Bill

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AN ORDINANCE OF THE CITY OF HILLSBORO, PROVIDING THAT 
THE CODE OF ORDINANCES, CITY OF HILLSBORO, MISSOURI, BE 
AMENDED BY AMENDING SECTION 12-341, “SCHEDULE 1; STOP 
STREETS,” TO PROVIDE FOR ADDITIONAL STOP SIGNS IN THE 

BRICKYARD SUBDIVISION 
 

Said Bill being so introduced, was numbered by the Mayor as Bill Number 
10-2020.  A motion was made by Alderperson King, seconded by Alderperson Twiggs 
and unanimously approved, that said Bill be read by title only for the first time.  At this 
time, Bill Number 10-2020 was read by title only for the first time. 

 
Alderperson Maxwell made a motion, seconded by Alderperson King, and 

unanimously carried by a vote of seven (7) ayes, zero (0) nays, zero (0) abstain, that 
said Bill be read by title only for a second time.  At this time, said Bill, Number 10-2020, 
was read by title only by Mayor Buddy Russell. 

 
Alderperson Polkinghorne made a motion, seconded by Alderperson King 

and unanimously carried by a vote of seven (7) ayes, zero (0) nays, zero (0) abstain, 
that said Bill be placed upon its final passage. 

 
Mayor Buddy Russell then put the question:  “Shall Bill Number 10-2020 

be passed and become an Ordinance?”  Mayor Buddy Russell then called the roll call 
on the passage of said Bill, and the results are as follows:

 Ms. Eden informed the Board about Bill #11-2020, which is an 
ordinance extending fiscal year 2020 liquor licenses to August 31, 
2020, and extending the application period for fiscal year 2021 liquor 
license due to the current pandemic.

AN ORDINANCE OF THE CITY OF HILLSBORO EXTENDING FISCAL 

YEAR 2020 LIQUOR LICENSES TO AUGUST 31, 2020, AND 
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EXTENDING THE APPLICATION PERIOD FOR FISCAL YEAR 2021 
LIQUOR LICENSE DUE TO THE CURRENT PANDEMIC 

 
Said Bill being so introduced, was numbered by the Mayor as Bill Number 

11-2020.  A motion was made by Alderperson Twiggs, seconded by Alderperson 
Polkinghorne and unanimously approved, that said Bill be read by title only for the first 
time.  At this time, Bill Number 11-2020 was read by title only for the first time. 

 
Alderperson Maxwell made a motion, seconded by Alderperson Twiggs, 

and unanimously carried by a vote of seven (7) ayes, zero (0) nays, zero (0) abstain, 
that said Bill be read by title only for a second time.  At this time, said Bill, 
Number 11-2020, was read by title only by Mayor Buddy Russell. 

 
Alderperson Maxwell made a motion, seconded by Alderperson McMullin 

and unanimously carried by a vote of seven (7) ayes, zero (0) nays, zero (0) abstain, 
that said Bill be placed upon its final passage. 

 
Mayor Buddy Russell then put the question:  “Shall Bill Number 11-2020 

be passed and become an Ordinance?”  Mayor Buddy Russell then called the roll call 
on the passage of said Bill, and the results are as follows:

Said Bill was presented to Mayor Buddy Russell for his 
signature and approval, and duly signed by him and became Ordinance 
Number 11-2020 of the City of Hillsboro, Missouri.

 Jesse Wallis submitted a budget amendment to the current budget.  
After discussion, a motion was made by Alderperson King, seconded 
by Alderperson Maxwell, and unanimously carried. 

 Jesse Wallis submitted two budget proposals—one with a rate 
increase in the water/sewer rates as proposed by Carl Brown and also 
a pay increase (does not include the 2% that hourly employees 
received) for the city administrator, city clerk and building inspector and 
one without a rate increase in the water/sewer rates.  After discussion, 
a motion was made by Alderperson King, seconded by Alderperson 
Maxwell, and unanimously carried. 
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There being no further business to come before the Board of 
Alderpersons, Alderperson Maxwell made a motion to adjourn, seconded by 
Alderperson Belcher, and unanimously approved by a vote of seven (7) ayes and 
zero (0) nays.  At 8:10 p.m. on June 1, 2020, the regular meeting of the Board of 
Alderpersons adjourned.
